Project Aim:

This project has two main aims - to research the Kodek company(@ history in Augralia; and
to sort, select and describe docauments from the Kodak Collection relating to Kodek@ history
in Audralia, indudngits precursor Baker & Rouse.

Background:

In 2005Museum Victoria acquired alarge collection of objects, doauments and images from
Kodak which trace its history back to thelate nineteenth century to the company®@ Ausralian
precursor, Baker & Rouse. The doauments are currently unregistered, and in order to
develop them into meaningful resource will require sorting, selection andlistingin
preparation for registration and interpretation. In addition, a description of the doaument
collectionis required which will detail the contents of thedoauments and providethebasis
for asignificance statement. Research into details of the company@ history will also be
required to provide a coherent chronology for the Kodek collection and assist in thewriting
of the significance statement.

Project Description:

This project will take place at the Moreland collection store, and will involve assisting the
curator and avolunteer team to extract and sort the Koda doaument collectionfromits
current storage system. Once in order, the collection will bere-housd into archival folders,
listed and the collection described as a whole. Research into elements of the company®@
history will bealso undetaken and assistance given with writing a significance statement.

It is envisaged tha about30 houswill be spent sorting and assessing, and tha another 30
hours will be used to doaument the collection, research the company and assist with writing
the significance statement. This project will develop useful collection management and
curatoria skills for students, and give them ingghtsinto the history of thelocal phaographic
indugry which isnow obglete.

Collection Description:

TheKoda doaument collectionindudes items relating to the company@ key staff, finandal
dealings sales and promotion, and produdion. For example, share certificates,
correspondence, technical manuds, news clippings ledge's, sales brochures, legd doauments
efc.

Othe outputs will beto produce a brief history of the companies tha produed and sold
pant and plastic laminae produdsin Augralia, abrief overview history of colourand home
designin the2d" century, and a chronology of the colours and produds produced by the
major pant and plastic produd companies.




Collection Description and Background:

Museum Victoria holdsa collection of about1000colour charts, brochures and painttins
Theseincludeproduds from Dulux, Balm, Berger, British Paints, Taubmans Taylors and
Wattyl. Themuseum also has a small collection of Laminex produds.

Two recent acquisitionsare arecently acquired set of mid 20" century Laminex colour
samples and a Taubmans @ulsettaOpant sample box.

Whilst informationis soughtspecifically onthese two specific objects, it would beuseful in
thelonge term to also develop broader knowledgeon colour and home designin the 20"
century so tha current collectionsand future acquisitionscan be accurately daed,
contextudised and interpreted.

Project Description:

Unearthing Rural History: Scoping a Rural History Archive Collection

TheVictorian Farmers Federation has alist of members who own or are aware of significant
archival material relating to rural history. These members have asked for themateria to be
hdd by VFF. Museum Victoriais assisting the VVF in assessing theviability of
conolidaing this material. The project seeks to explore and doaument the existence of
historical archival material in private collectionsthroughoutrura Victoria. Asthesize and
variety of thismaterial is currently unknown, the museum, in partnership with Victorian
Farmers Federation aimsto use this project to scopethe significance of the material.

The project will involve building a database of VVF members, contacting members and
describing doaumenting thier holdings Findingswill be submitted as areport outlining the
size and significance of the collection. Thiswill providethe bases for Victorian Farmers
Federation and Museum Victoria to seek funding for the conlidation and storage of the
collection.

Thestudent will submt areport describingthe variety, size and significance of the
collection. The student will al'so submit the database of donois and oljects.




Thestudent will have the oppatunity to work behind-the-scenes in a museum environment,
have access to museum staff, gan an appreciation for thehandling and research potential of
archival and material culture, and make contacts within the museum sector.

The student should be undetaking arelevant degree in history, museum studies, or related
heritage studies, have some research experience and a desire to engage with archival history.
Aninterest in Victorian rura history would bean advantage.

Suffragette Peppea Shaker

Background

The Museum recently acquired a beautiful and most unusud early twentieth-century sterling
slver peppea shaker in the shagpe of a suffragette. The object features two placardswith pro-
asuffragedogans Makers marks dae theitem as madein Englandin 1907 It was handed
down to thedona by her mother, an antiquedealer in Melboume it probebly came to her via
the business and was kept by thefamily as an ornament. The shaker has no further
provenance.

This peppe shaker isan unusid souvenir of the suffrage movement, produed durngits
height of activity in England during the early twentieth century. The suffrage movement did
spur the produdion of souvenirs and promotiond items, as well as items generated for
publicity and protest. Althoughacquired here, it is probable (althoughby no means certain)
tha thisitem was produced for an English rather than Audralian market, at atime when the
movement was running strongin England but with less heat in Audralia pog women ganing
thefedera votein 1901 (and the same year they achieved thevotein Victoriain 1907, oneof
thelast states to do so).The Museum holdsvery few items pertaining to female suffrage, and
compliments our 1909English suffragette medd.

While the shaker has no strongAudralian provenance, such items are unusud and will assist
theMuseum in telling broader histories aboutthe Audralian suffrage movement, which was
intimately connected with the activities hgppening across the Empire. The object also hasa
story of adgptation, as the hand written reverse inscriptionspresumably alludeto the First
World War; perhgpswere even displayed on the dinne table as a political statement during
the congription debates, here or in England. This repurposng of theobject from suffrageto
war recruitment suggests interesting intersectionsof the themes of naion and gende. There
is a degree of GassyChumour evident in theslogan and it would beintriguing to determine
whether thisis a piece commissionead by the movement, private individud, or a mass-
producd item, presumably pro-suffrage It is notclear whether theshaker isadomestic or
even commercial item Bused on a private dining table or apublic restaurant? If private, itis
an interesting introdudion of the public political realm into the private domestic sphee.
Project Aim

The project seeks to explore and doaument the history of suffrage souvenirs, and to postion
this peppea shaker within this broader historical context. Since this particular object haslittle
provenance, we hopeto beable to useit to tell broader narratvies aboutthe suffrage
movement in Audralia and oversess.

Project Description:

The project will involve research into suffrage sowenirs, and searches on other cultural
collections Findingswill be submitted as areport which will providethe bases for future
interpretation of the peppe sheker, paticularly in light of the centenary of women@ suffrage
in Victoriato be commemorated this year.

The RHSV celebratesits centenary in 2009and plansto run a conference and produce a
gpecia issue of the Victorian Historical Journal to mark theoccasion. The RHSV would
welcome any participaion by public history or HITF students. The RHSV notonly has
extengve collections but also archives of the sodety, butvery little pubiished history. There
are many virgin fieldsfor research. They are also hoping to undetake a small oral history
project encompassing thelast 50 or so years of the sodety, which could be a student project.
Thepresent plan isto call for abgracts of pagpersin 2008for congderation for a conference
in May 2009and tha subsquently, the November issue of thejoumd would publish
refereed articles tha emanate fromtha conference. In other words there is an oppotunity
for student research to be both heard and/or published. TheRHSV is obvioudy interested in
any discussionsaboutthe 'state of history' as seen throughthe RHSV, the 'history movement'
as expressed in theformation of local historical societies, theinternd workingsof alargdy
voluntary organization over the period, the publc face of the RHSV, membership, the history
of the collection and probaly many other elements. There are wide possibilities for projects
and the RHSV would welcome any interest from students.
